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Kenosha businessman Dennis Troha pleaded guilty Friday to federal misdemeanor charges that he made illegal 
campaign donations through relatives in an effort to help Gov. Jim Doyle in 2002 and President Bush in 2004.  

 Troha, 60, will not be sentenced until Dec. 6 because part of his plea agreement requires that he cooperate with the 
government in an unspecified ongoing investigation. Assistant U.S. Attorney Matthew Jacobs said it would take that 
long to assure that Troha meets the requirement. 

 Troha entered his pleas before U.S. District Judge J. P. Stadtmueller. Troha faces a possible maximum sentence of 
two years in jail, a $200,000 fine and two years of supervision after his release. 

  Troha, who was involved in efforts to bring a casino to the Kenosha dog track, was accused of funneling between 
$30,000 and $70,000 to the campaigns through family members. 

 In March, federal authorities indicted Troha on two felony counts about $100,000 in donations to Doyle's cam-
paign, and lying about them to the FBI. Those charges were dismissed as part of the plea deal reached last month. 
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
